The clear holy signs in Makkah (The Ka'ba, The Black Stone, The Yemeni Corner, Ibrahim
Stand, Safa and Marwa) are the origin of the religion of Ibrahim. They should be the main
content of Muslim’'s belief, and glorifying them is the Muslim’s culture everywhere. And
here are they:
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+ The Ka'ba:

4 Allah has made the Ka‘bah, the Sacred House, an asylum of security and
benefits (e.g.Hajj and ‘Umrah) for mankind ¢. Aimaidagz.

Prophet Mohammed, peace be upon him, said: "Enjoy with this house".
Narrated by Ibn Khuzaymah and Ibn Hibban.
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+The Magam:

4 In it are manifest signs (for example), the Magam (place) of lbrahim
(Abraham); whosoever enters it, he attains security . Al imran 97.

Prophet Mohammed, peace be upon him, said: “The corner (the black stone)

and the Magam of Ibrahim are two stones of corundum from paradise”.
Narrated by Al Termethi, Ahmad and Ibn Khuzaymah.
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+The black stone:

Prophet Mohammed, peace be upon him, said: "“The black stone came down
from paradise". Narrated by Al Termethi and Al Nassa'ei
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+ Zamzam:

Prophet Mohammed, peace be upon him, said about Zamzam: "It is blessed,
it is food for hunger”. Narrated by Muslim.
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+ As-Safa & Al-Marwa:

o% Verily! As-Safa and Al-Marwah (two mountains in Makkah) are of the Symbols
of Allah §. Al Bagarah 158.
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+ The Yamani Corner:
Prophet Mohammed, peace be upon him, said about The Black Stone and

the Yamani corner: "Wiping on them cleans sins’. Narrated by Al Termethi and Al
Nassa'ei.
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+ Al Hijr:

Prophet Mohammed, peace be upon him, said to Ayesha, may Allah be
pleased with her: "Pray in Al Hijr, if you want to enter the Ka'ba, though it is
part of the Ka'ba. Narrated by Abu Dawood and Al Termethi.
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+ Al Multazam:

Abdu Allah bin Omar, may Allah be pleased with him, made tawaf around the
Ka'ba and perform a prayer. He went to the Black stone and caught it, and
then he stood between the Black stone and the door of the Ka'ba and paste
his chest and cheek on the Ka'ba wall then said; | saw Prophet Mohammed
peace be upon him, did that. Narrated by Al Nassaei.
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+ The Ka'ba's door:

Osama bin Zaid, may Allah be pleased with him said that he saw Prophet
Mohammed, peace be upon him, stepped out of the Ka'ba, and faced the
door saying: "this is the Qiblah, this is the Qiblah”. Narrated by Ahmed.
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+ Arafat:

Prophet Mohammed, peace be upon him said: "Haj is Arafat”. Narrated by Al Termethi
and Ibn Majah.
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+ Mina:
Prophet Mohammed, peace be upon him said about days in Mina: "These
days are for eating, drinking and remembering Allah".
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+ Al Masha'r Al Haram:

o% Thenwhenyou leave ‘Arafat,remember Allah (by glorifying His Praises,

i.e. prayers and invocations) at the Mash*ar-il-Hardm #. Al Masha'r Al Haram
is Mozdalifah. Al Bagarah 198.
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+ Hiraa Cave:

4 Read in the name of your Lord who has created (all that exists)e. AlAlaq1.

Ayesha, may Allah be pleased with her; said that Prophet Mohammed, peace be
upon him used to worship in Hiraa' Cave till the truth came on him while he was
in Hiraa’ Cave. The words of Allah came down: {Read in the name of your Lord
who has created (all that exists). He has created man from a clot. Read and your
Lord is the Most Generous. Who has taught by the pen. He has taught man that
which he knew not}. Agreed on.
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+ Thowr Cave:

4 the second of the two; when they (Muhammad oluwg auc ol o and
Abu Bakr a_ic alUl 40)) were in the cave . At Tawbah 40.
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
